301-010 JURORS COMPENSATION--CIVIL MATTERS

Pursuant to the authority of Code of Civil Procedure §196,
trial jurors in the Superior and Municipal Courts of this county,
in civil cases, shall be compensated for each day's attendance as
a juror at the rate of Ten Dollars ($10.00) per day. Trial jurors
in the Superior and Municipal Courts of this county, in civil
cases, shall be reimbursed for mileage at the rate of Twenty Cents
($.20) per mile for each mile actually traveled in attending court
as a juror, in going only.

301-020 JURORS COMPENSATION--CRIMINAL MATTERS

Pursuant to the authority of §1143 of the Penal Code, trial
jurors in the Superior and Municipal Courts of this county, in
criminal cases, shall receive a fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) for
each day's attendance as a juror. Trial jurors, in criminal
matters, in the Superior and Municipal Courts of this county shall
be reimbursed for mileage at the rate of Twenty Cents ($.20) per
mile for each mile necessarily traveled in attending court, in
going only. (ord.

310-010 APPLICABILITY

This Chapter shall apply to all Chapters of the Sutter County
Code, including those Chapters hereafter enacted, violations of

which are punishable as misdemeanors.

310-020 WRITTEN NOTICE TO APPEAR

If any person is arrested for violation of a statute, or
chapter mentioned in §310-010 hereof and such person is not
immediately taken before a magistrate, as more fully set forth in
the Penal Code of cCalifornia, the arresting officer, building
inspector, planning director, animal control services director,
health officer and his duly authorized agents, or county fire
chief, shall prepare in duplicate a written notice to appear in
court containing the name and address of such person, the offense
charged, and the time and place at which such person shall appear
in court. (15421 897, Sec. 1; Nov. 23, 1982)

310-030 NOTICE TO APPEAR AT LEAST THIRTY (30) DAYS AFTER ARREST

The time specified in the notice to appear must be at least
thirty (30) days after the arrest, unless the duplicate notice
required by Section 310-060 is to be filed with the magistrate. In
that case, the time specified in the notice to appear must be at
least ten (10) days after the arrest.

310-040 SPECIFIED PLACE TO APPEAR

The place specified in the notice to appear shall be either:
(a) Before a judge of the Municipal Court; or
(b) Before an officer authorized by the county to receive a

deposit of bail. ([236] 897, Sec. 3; Nov. 23, 1982)

310-050 WRITTEN PROMISE TO APPEAR

_ The officer shall deliver one copy of the notice to appear to
the arrested person, and the arrested person in order to secure
release must give his written promise so to appear in court by
signing the duplicate notice which shall be retained by the
officer. Thereupon the arresting officer shall forthwith release

the person arrested from custody.

310-060 DUPLICATE TO BE FILED(WITH MAGISTRATE OR PROSECUTING
ATTORNEY

The officer shall as soon as practicable file a duplicate
notice with either the magistrate or prosecuting attorney as

follows:

(a) If the prosecuting attorney has previously directed the
officer to do so, the duplicate notice shall be filed with the
magistrate.

(b) In all other cases, the duplicate notice shall be filed

310-070 VIOLATION-PENALTY

Any person willfully violating his written promise to appear
in court is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine
not to exceed Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) or imprisonment in the

~ Sutter County Jail for a term not to exceed six (6) months, or by
both such fine and imprisonment, regardless of the disposition of

the charge upon which he was originally arrested. ,

310-080 WARRANT FOR ARREST AFTER FAILURE TO APPEAR

} When a person signs a written promise to appear at the time
and place specified in the written promise to appear and has not
posted bail as provided in Section 853.6 of the Penal Code, the
magistrate shall issue and have delivered for execution a warrant
for his arrest within twenty (20) days after his failure to appear
as promised or if such person promises to appear before an officer
authorized to accept bail other than the magistrate and fails to do
so on or before the date which he promised to appear, then within
twenty (20) days after the delivery of such written promise to
appear by the officer to the magistrate having jurisdiction over
the offense.

310-090 CITATION NOT EXCLUSIVE

Nothing herein contained shall be deemed or construed to
require any arresting officer to issue a citation instead of taking
the person arrested before a magistrate as otherwise provided by
law. (ord.

315-010 PURPOSE

This Chapter is to provide for the working of prisoners
confined in the County Jail under judgment of conviction of
misdemeanors, or under a final judgment of imprisonment rendered in
a criminal action or proceeding, under the direction of the Sheriff
of the County of Sutter, or a responsible person appointed and
deputized by the Sheriff of the County of Sutter.

315-020 WORKING OF PRISONERS ON PUBLIC ROAD, ETC.

said person when appointed and deputized by the Sheriff of the
County of Sutter shall work the prisoners upon the public grounds,
roads, streets, alleys, highways or public buildings or on the
public works or ways in the County of Sutter, or in such other
places as are deemed advisable for the benefit of the County of
Sutter. : (ord.

315-040 DISCRETION OF SHERIFF

It is within the discretion of the Sheriff of the County of
Sutter which prisoners confined in the County Jail shall be
permitted to work pursuant to the terms of this Chapter.

IN COUNTY JAIL

315-050 WORKING DAYS-SPECIFIED

The working days for prisoners, pursuant to this Chapter, may

be specified by the Sheriff.

315-060 HOURS OF WORK

The hours of work per day for prisoners shall be designated by
the Sheriff.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, the Sheriff may
require that any person committed to county jail for a period of
six days or less perform ten hours of labor on the public works or
ways in lieu of one day of confinement pursuant to Penal Code
Section 4024.2. This subparagraph shall be of no effect after
December 31, 1984. ([200] Ord. 892, Sec. 2; Sept. 7, 1982)

315-080 TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT-TRANSPORTATION

The public agency receiving the benefit of services of
prisoners pursuant to the terms of this Chapter, shall supply all
necessary tools and equipment for said prisoners and shall further
provide the necessary transportation for said prisoners to and from
the county jail save and except in cases of emergency the Sheriff
may provide the transportation, or in event any department of the
county has no facilities for such transportation, the Sheriff may
provide such transportation at his discretion.

315-090 CREDIT FOR TIME WORKED

Any prisoner who works as provided in this Chapter may, at the
sole discretion of the Sheriff of the County of Sutter, be given
credit on his sentence at the rate of one day for each day worked.
