700-010 - AUTHORITY.-PURPOSE, Al.lD POLICY

A. This Ordinance is established purzuant to Section tOl 000, et seq. ofthe CaliforniaHealth and
Safety Code, the Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Aot, Waten Code Section 13000 et
seq., and the Central Valley Regional Water auafity Control Boar4 Water QualityControl
Plan. This Chapter shall apply to all tenitory embraced within the unincorporated limits ofthe
County of Sutter, State of California.

B. The purpose ofthis Ordinance is to protect the public health by minimizing:

(l) The potential for public exposure to semrage frorn on-site sewage systems; and

Q) Adverse effects to public health that discharges from on-site sewage syste'ms may

have on ground and surface waters'

C. This Ordinance regulates the locatioq desig4 installatior\ operation, maintenance, repalr,

and monitoring of on+ite seu/age systems. This Ordinance seeks io:

(l) Achieve long-term sewage treatment and efiluent disposal; and

@ Limit the dischargs of contaminants to waters of the state.

7OO.O2O - ADMINISTRATION

A. The Administrative Officer shall be the administrator of this Ordinance and shall be

responsible for administrating the provisions and requirements ofthis Ordinance.

B. The Health Officer shall act under the direction of the Board of Supervisors. The Health
Officer shall have the powers and duties enumerated in the California Health & Safety Code'

C. The Health Officer is hereby authorized and directed to adopt administrative rules or tectnrical
standards that are consistent with and effectuate the purpose ofthis Ordinance. Any activity
pertaining to on-site se$rage treatment and disposal shall conformto any zuch administrative
rules or technical standards adopted pursuant to the following procedures:

(l) Notice of intent to adop! amend, suspend, or repeal an administrative nrle or
technical standard shall be given to the Board of Supervisors, and any trade, industry,
professional interest group or regional publication that the Department deerns
effective in reaohingbffected persons at least thirty (30) days before the deadline for
comments;

@ Adoption of a proposed administrative rule or tecbnical standard shall be by official
action of the Health Of,Ecer,.who shall duly consider all relevant matter presented
during the comment Period; and

(3) Nothing shall prohibit the Health Officer from adopting emergency administrative
rules to the minimum ortent neoessary without notice to avoid an immediate threat to
public health.

The Administrative Officer is hereby authorized to develop a fee sohedule to cover all ofthe
activities delineated in this Ordinance. fuiy proposed fees shall become effective upon
approval by resolution ofthe Board of Supewisors. The Heatth Officer shall not acoept for
review any applicatio4 nor issue any permit, nor in any manner take any offcial astion until
the appropriate fees are paid.

Where the provisions of any local, State, or Federal regulation conflicts with this Ordinance,
the stricter regulation shall apply.
